  Last Thursday night I was watching the post game interview of a high school football 
player whose head coach is also his father.  He's Blake Gideon and his father is Steve 
Gideon, the head football coach of Leander High School. 
    
  During the game Blake had played very well.  He blocked an extra point that was then 
ran back for two points by a team mate.  Then on the very next play after the kick-off 
Blake ran the ball for about 80 yards for a touchdown.  His team won the game by a hair.   
    
  Afterwards the reporter asked Blake, "Is this the best game you have ever played?"  
With a big smile Blake said, "I don't know.  I will let my dad decide that after he watches 
the game film.  He will tell me tomorrow morning."  As I pondered his answer it made 
me smile.  I thought to myself, "He has a wonderful relationship with his dad and he 
trusts him implicitly.  It also made me think about how we who are the sons and 
daughters of God think about our own lives.  If a reporter came up to you and asked, 
"Was this the best day of your life?"  what would you say?  We really cannot say can we?  
We may have an opinion but it isn't worth as much as God's.  He is our Father in heaven 
and he has a much more comprehensive perspective.  He sees everything in our hearts, 
every move that we make and he sees the ramifications of our actions that we have may 
never realize till we get to heaven's "morning" and he tells us all about the "game film" 
    
  It reminds me of what David said in Psalm 19:12-14.  
    
  12 "Who can discern his errors?  Forgive my hidden faults.  13 Keep your servant also 
from willful sins; may they not rule over me.  Then will I be blameless, innocent of great 
transgression. 14 May the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be pleasing 
in your sight, O Lord, my rock and my Redeemer."    
    
  In Psalm 139 David talked the same way.  He said, 
    
  "Search me O God and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts.  See if 
there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.  Psalm 139:23-24 
    



  David had a close relationship with his heavenly father and he had learned to trust what 
God thought about him much more than what he thought about himself.  Like Blake 
Gideon he was more comfortable saying, "I don't know.  I will see what my Father says."   
    
  We could learn from both of these men.  In our prayers we can ask God to show us what 
he sees and how he wants to help us improve for his glory and our good.  What we think 
and what others think doesn't mean anything compared to what God thinks.   
    
  When God reveals to us what he sees, remember that it is his Father's heart with a 
Father's love that drives him.  He already has forgiven what needs forgiving and he has 
already planned how he will help us change through his Spirit.   
    
  So, when you start thinking over your day or your life,  don't give yourself your own 
evaluation.  Ask God for his.  In prayer, let him know that you want his opinion from the 
word about what he sees. Then get ready.  He always answers our prayers.  He will bring 
to mind some passage or you will hear it from someone else and your thoughts will be 
filtered by him for you.  Let him show you what he sees and what he will change in your 
life.  
    
  Then, when he does show you, smile thankfully, that he loves you and forgives you and 
let him show you how to grow up in him.
