Ampex Master Equalization (AME)

AME isan equalization introduced by Ampex in 1958, in
an attempt to increase the dynamic range on tape recordings
inaday before there werelow-noise tapes and noisereduction
systems. The research report was published in the AES
Journal in 1959 [1] and isnow on the MRL website[2] . The
Ampex Service Bulletin 15 [3] describes AME, and givesthe
response curves and a passive 600 Q equalizer.

We do not recommend AME for use with new recordings
—rather, uselow-noisetape, anoise reduction system, or both.
We give the AME information here only for its history, and
for reproducing old recordings made with AME Equalization.
An MRL Cadlibration Tape for AME is available, as shown
below

AME equalization was added to the Standard NAB (IEC2)
15 in/sequalization—it was not used as a "stand-alone"
equalization curve. The curve below shows the equalization
added totheNAB equalization for playing an AME recording,
as shown in the Ampex Service Bulletin [3].

Ampex incorporated a medium-impedance passive AME
equalizerintheModel 351 multi-track electronics[4], andthe
Ampex Model MR-70[5]. Y et another possibility is a 6002

passive equalizer, as giveninthe Ampex Service Bulletin
Nr 15 [3]. Richard Hess has researched the modern sources
for the parts to make this passive AME Filter. If you are
interested in making such afilter, see Richard’s parts list at
http://www.richardhess.com/tape/ame equalizer 20040412.pdf .
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The AME Equalizer is in the lower left corner of that
schematic.

When you play an NAB (IEC2) 15 in/s Calibration Tape on a properly calibrated AME-equalized system, you
should get the response shown in this graph (from Ampex Service Bulletin 15 [3]).
