The club
held their charter night on November 14 and
currently has fifty members.

The Lake Dallas
High Leos have been participating in projects
both on the local and district level since Sep-
tember.  They usually have 20-25 youth at every
meeting.

This LEO Club proves that if you ask,
the youth will join.  Youth want to learn leader-
ship skills, to work together, to do community
service, and to have fun.  One youth shared with
me that the reason they joined the LEO Club is
that they got to decide on what service projects
their LEO club did instead of having a project
assigned by an adult leader or teacher.  We
must remember that LEO Clubs allow youth the
opportunity to experience leadership other clubs
don’t.  As a Lions Club, you must now ask your-
self the question, “Why aren’t we sponsoring a
LEO Club?”
